THE EXECUTIVE BOARD OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS,

HAVING SEEN:


The Report of the Third Meeting of the Subcommittee on River and Lake Port Development of the Executive Board, and

CONSIDERING:


That through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 37 (III-03) the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) approved the creation of the Subcommittee on River and Lake Port Development and approved its objectives and functions through resolution CECIP/RES. 6 (V-03);


That through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 42 (III-03) the 2004-2007 Action Plan of the CIP was approved, and is implemented through the Executive Board and the Subcommittees; and,


That it is necessary to evaluate the activities developed during 2006 of the Subcommittee on River and Lake Port Development, approved through the document CECIP/RES. 10 (VII-05);


That it is necessary to define the 2007 Work Plan of the Subcommittee on River and Lake Port Development;

RESOLVES:

1. To thank the delegation of Brazil, which presides this Subcommittee, for presenting its report on the 2006 activities. 

2. To approve the 2007 Work Plan of this Subcommittee:

a. Create a webpage, in order for member States to register the principal elements of their rivers and lake ports, following the format presented by the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela. (Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela).

b. Present a basic model for the contingency plans of environmental management and for port protection of rivers and lake ports (Brazil).

c. Compile from each member State the specific regulations on navigation and utilization of rivers and lake ports, as well as waterways (Brazil).

d. To hold a seminar on Rivers and Lake Ports in Salvador de Bahia, Brazil, in September 2007 (Brazil).

3. To entrust the delegation of Brazil, Chair of this Subcommittee, and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela as its Vice Chair, with the responsibility of guaranteeing the fulfillment of this resolution. In addition, that all member States, and in particular those who form part of this Subcommittee (Argentina, Bolivia, Ecuador, Nicaragua, Paraguay, Peru, and Uruguay) support the compliance of the 2007 Work Plan.
