SUBCOMMITTEE ON REGIONAL PORT DEVELOPMENT

THE EXECUTIVE BOARD OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS,

HAVING SEEN:

The report of the Third meeting of the Subcommittee on Regional Port Development of the Executive Board; and

CONSIDERING:

That through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 37 (III-03), the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) approved the creation of the Subcommittee on Regional Port Development and approved its objectives and functions through resolution CECIP/RES. 8 (V-03);

That the 2004-2007 Action Plan of the CIP approved through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 42 (III-03), and is implemented by the Executive Board and its Subcommittees; and
That it is necessary to assess the activities carried out by the Subcommittee on Regional Port Development over the year 2006, approved through the document CECIP/RES. 12 (VII-05); and

That it is necessary to devise the 2007 Work Plan of the Subcommittee on Regional Port Development;

RESOLVES:

1. To express its gratitude to the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, which presides this Subcommittee, for presenting its report on the 2006 activities.

2. To approve the following 2007 Work Plan corresponding to this Subcommittee:

a. To hold a special work meeting, with the delegations of member States of this Subcommittee, in order to evaluate the status of the tasks it has been entrusted with. Special attention must be paid on motivating port administrations of member States to dedicate themselves in acquiring information solicited and transferring it to the responsible Subcommittee. A video conference is recommended in order to hold the meeting with minimal costs. The above noted meeting proposes to review the questionnaire on port development and incorporate recommendations that it receives, in order to adopt them as an instrument to recollect data of interest for the port regionalization project of the American continent. 

b. To design and implement a webpage as a method to assure that the different port administrations, of member States, can access the same and record the answers to the referred to questionnaire. While the webpage of the Subcommittee on Regional Port Development is under construction, the webpage of the CIP can serve to motivate port administrations and hold the answers of the questionnaire. Also, it is recommended to integrate to the port regionalization project data from the work of the Subcommittees: statistics, costs, and tariffs, planning and port management, and ports development for cruise tourism. This integration will allow the indicators of the work done successfully by these Subcommittees to be used and provide uniformity to the reports of their work. 

c. To establish contacts with academic institutions in each member State, aiming at examining the feasibility prospects to consolidate regional port development as a common line of research. In the case of Venezuela, the contacts with the Maritime University of the Caribbean will be updated and transferred to the Executive Board of the CIP, of the Organization of American States, and the port administrations of member States, with the end goal of sharing experiences and comparing applications. 

3. To entrust the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, which presides this Subcommittee, and the delegation of Ecuador in its capacity of Vice-Chair, with the responsibility of guaranteeing the fulfilment of this resolution. In addition, that all member States, and in particular those who form part of this Subcommittee (Argentina, Barbados, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Jamaica, Mexico and Trinidad and Tobago) support the compliance of the 2007 Work Plan
