SUBCOMMITTEE ON PLANNING AND PORT MANAGEMENT

THE EXECUTIVE BOARD OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS,

HAVING SEEN:

The Report of the Fourth Meeting of the Subcommittee on Planning and Port Management of the Executive Board (document CECIP/doc. 20/I-E/06)); and

CONSIDERING:

That the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) approved, through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 37 (III-03), the creation of the Subcommittee on Planning and Port Management, and that its objectives and functions have been approved through resolution CECIP/RES. 3 (V-03);

That, through resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 42 (III-03), the 2004-2007 CIP Action Plan was approved, and is implemented through the Executive Board and its Subcommittees; 

That it is necessary to assess the activities developed by the Subcommittee on Planning and Port Management over 2006, approved through document CECIP/RES. 07 (VII-05); and

That it is necessary to define the 2007 Work Plan of the Subcommittee on Planning and Port Management;

RESOLVES:

1. To express its gratitude to the delegation of Chile, which presides this Subcommittee, for presenting its report on the activities of 2006.

2. To approve the following 2007 Work Plan corresponding to this Subcommittee:

a. To continue the process of circulating and informing the methodologies of port management and the technical development of port processes, all with the objective to facilitate the transfer of cargo (Chile).

b. To follow up and circulate the results of the seminar, “The Enlargement of the Panama Canal: Economic Impact of Countries of the Region,” in November, 2006, en Santiago, Chile (Chile).

c. To make an inventory of the countries that have not continued advancing in modernization, identifying the main obstacles found and developing an international seminar to analyze possible actions to advance the topic (Ecuador).

d. To strengthen the cooperation between the CIP and the Comisión Técnica Ferroportuaria Iberoamericana and collaborate in organizing the Port Railways Seminar of the Fundación de Ferrocarriles Españoles, to be held in 2007. (Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela).

e. To produce an international seminar on city-port relations and plans for a master’s in ports, in an adequate time during the next year (Brazil). 

3. To entrust the delegation of Chile, which presides this Subcommittee, and the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela in its capacity of Vice Chair, with the responsibility of guaranteeing the fulfilment of this resolution. In addition, that all member States, and in particular those who form part of this Subcommittee (Brazil, Canada, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Trinidad and Tobago, and Uruguay) support the compliance of the 2007 Work Plan.
