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“1st Hemispheric Convention on Dredging and Buoying”

1. The Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) of the Organization of American States (OAS) is intended to serve as a permanent Inter-American forum for Member States, for the strengthening of hemispheric cooperation and the development of the port sector with the active participation and collaboration of the private sector. 
2. Announcement: The growth of maritime traffic has brought with it the increase in size of the vessels arriving to the ports of the Americas. Confronted with this reality, many ports have undertaken ambitious projects with high investments in dredging to adapt the ports to the depths required by the new vessels.  

The Inter-American Committee on Ports of the OAS wants to play a role in the dissemination of these projects that are being carried out in many of its ports. Therefore, it announces the 1st Hemispheric Conference on Dredging and Buoying. This will be an excellent opportunity to connect the public agencies that administer the ports in the continent with the various companies that are conducting the dredging works. These companies will present the works in progress; both their technical aspects and the benefits for the various ports once the respective works are concluded. 

For instance, there will be detailed information on the dredging works in the new Panama Canal, the Paraná and Uruguay waterway and the deepening of the Paraná River in the North of Santa Fe, in Argentina; the continuing dredging of the Martín García canal in Uruguay and the access to the port of El Callao in Peru, among others.

3. Conference venue and dates: The 1st Hemispheric Conference on Dredging and Buoying will be held in Buenos Aires, Argentina on the 8, 9 and 10 of April of 2014 and it will be an opportunity to know the present status and the future prospects of this important activity that guarantees the future growth of the ports.   
4. Agenda: The agenda of the conference was prepared by the Under Secretariat of Ports and Waterways of Argentina, in coordination with the Secretariat of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) of the OAS. 
5. Participants: Highest raking government officials, CEOs, executives, experts, specialists and guests from the public and private sectors of the OAS Member States, especially the port sector / maritime, industry, commerce, academia, and public interest in the subject.

6. Invitation: The Secretariat of Ports and Waterways of Argentina is extending invitations to the main stakeholders in the national maritime, port and trade community as well as selected national and international guests to participate in the Conference.

7. Admission: All interested in participating in the conference should complete the attached registration form and send it by e- mail to the Secretariat of Ports and Waterways of Argentina with a copy to the Secretariat of the CIP/OAS. The Secretariat of Ports and Waterways will issue the corresponding acceptance Argentina national participants. Space is limited, registration fee-free, so pre-registration is essential.

11. Languages: Spanish and English, with simultaneous interpretation. 
12. Communications: Users may make international phone calls and send faxes from their hotel at their own cost.  
13. Country entry requirements: Foreigners must carry a valid passport for entry into Argentina. Please check with the Argentine consulate in your country if a visa is required. 
14. Currency and exchange rate: The currency in Argentina is the peso. The exchange rate is 5.72 pesos to 1 US dollar. Currency can be exchanged at banks and/or exchange bureaus. 
15. Travel arrangements: Travel expenses of the participants should be borne by their respective governments, organizations or individually, as the case may be.   
16. Airport: Arrival in Buenos Aires is through the International Airport of Ezeiza - Ministro Pistarini located in the region of Ezeiza, 34 kilometers off the city of Buenos Aires. Another option is the Aeroparque Jorge Newbery located 2 Km. from the city center. Transfers: taxi companies at the Airport of Ezeiza offer the service at a rate that ranges between USD 40 and USD 50.
17. Customs: Customs clearance will be each participant’s responsibility at their point of entry into the country. 

18. Climate: The expected temperature in the month of September in Buenos Aires is between 14 and 25 degrees C.
19. Dress code: The usual dress code for working sessions and social events is business attire-smart casual.  
20. Electric current: Electric power in Buenos Aires is 220 v. – 60 Hz. 
21. Local time: In November, one hour ahead of Washington D.C. 
22. Information on the City of Buenos Aires:  The city lies on a plain on the right bank of the River Plate (Río de la Plata) and it spreads over 19.4 Km. N-S and 17.9 Km. E-W. Combined with its metropolitan area (Greater Buenos Aires) it is the second largest city in South America and one of the biggest urban centers in the world with a population of 3,042,581 (2008).

The city is also the most important cultural center of Argentina and one of the leading centers in Latin America. The large number of museums, theaters and libraries represents the cultural offer. It is also renowned for its academic activity, since some of the most important universities in Argentina are located in Buenos Aires. Furthermore, UNESCO declared the city City of Design in 2005.
