Expenditures for October 1- December 31, 2003:

During the period September 30 to December 31, 2003, US $9,577 was expended. The amount corresponds to costs related to a preparatory work undertaken by the Office of the General Secretariat in the Adjacency Zone between Belize and Guatemala, in compliance with the Agreement to Establish a Transition Process and Confidence Building Measures between Belize and Guatemala, signed by the Foreign Ministers of both countries and by the General Secretariat on February 7, 2003, which instructs the Secretariat to design a resettlement project in the Adjacency Zone between Belize and Guatemala.  

The expenditures during this period were for travel expenses of a team of experts from the Office of the General Secretariat in Nicaragua and from OAS Headquarters in Washington, which made an assessment of the resettlement project; the per diem costs of one of the experts from Nicaragua who stayed in the Adjacency Zone from September to December to supervise and manage the start-up of the resettlement project; the cost of a topographic study of the area where the resettlement is to be constructed; salaries of local workers who prepared the land and the area for the construction; and the purchase of various construction materials.

First General Expenditure:  Travel and per diem costs:  Total cost was $4875.65 

Specific Activities undertaken and corresponding cost: 

1) Travel: ticket fare, per diem and terminal expenses for a 3 expert team from Nicaragua to Belize from Sep 28 –Oct 1, 03.   Cost $2,671.65

2) Per diem costs of one expert from Nicaragua, working on an extended assignment in the Adjacency Zone between Belize and Guatemala, from end of September to beginning of December, 2003.  Cost $2,204.00
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Results Achieved:    The OAS team of specialists from Nicaragua, with experience in building large housing projects in Central America following the 1998 Hurricane “Mitch”,  supported the General Secretariat in terms of assessing the costs, timeframe, feasibility of the terrain, labor force and construction materials necessary, in order to proceed with a resettlement project in the Adjacency Zone between Belize and Guatemala, in compliance with the Agreement to Establish a Transition Process and Confidence Building Measures between Belize and Guatemala, signed by the Foreign Ministers of both countries and by the General Secretariat on February 7, 2003. 

Second General Expenditure: Construction related costs and preparation of the area for the resettlement $4,700.99

Specific Activities undertaken and corresponding cost:
1) Purchase of construction materials such as wood, chemical treatment, wire, etc.  Cost $1,115.59

2) Payment of salaries of local workers.  Cost $2,491.65

3) Topographic study of the area.   Cost $385.00

4) Transportation costs (truck rental for 2 weeks).  Cost $708.75

Results Achieved:  This expert from Nicaragua ensured the completion of the preparatory work for the resettlement project, including terrain preparation, the purchase of construction and other related materials and to the hiring of local labor personnel required to work on the terrain.
