Expenses for October 1 – December 31, 2005:


In the period from October 1 to December 31, 2005, the amount spent was US$750.26.  This amount is for expenses related to (a) completion of work by the Office of the Secretary General in the border area between Belize and Guatemala; and (b) exchange rate adjustments.

(a) Projects in the border area between Belize and Guatemala

Of the total expended in this quarter, US$742.50 paid for the final phase of a resettlement and housing project in Nueva Juda, Melchor de Mencos (Guatemala), in compliance with the Agreement to Establish a Transition Process and Confidence-Building Measures between Belize and Guatemala, signed by the foreign ministers of both countries and by the General Secretariat on February 7, 2003.  This resettlement and housing project has been executed in various stages.  Phase I of the project, the construction and relocation of 15 families, concluded at the end of April 2004.  Phase II, completed at the end of August 2004, included the building of a children’s playground and a community center, as well as 20 more houses, as a preventive confidence-building measure. Phase III included the installation of water generator systems, drainage, and electricity for the entire community (35 dwellings and communal areas).  Installation of water generator and drainage systems was completed in November 2004.  Installation of the electrical system was completed in September 2005.   Phase IV, a joint initiative with the Embassy of Canada in Guatemala, includes construction of an access road for vehicles and pedestrians, between the community and the main road, and a five-classroom primary school for all the children of Nueva Juda.

Disbursements during this quarter reflect expenses related to Phase IV of the project, specifically the purchase of furniture, school materials, and electricity for the school, totaling US$742.50.

(b) Adjustments for exchange rates

The Department of Budget and Financial Services posted a charge of US$7.76 to adjust for exchange rate variations in Guatemala. 
APPENDIX


First general expenditure: Resettlement project in the border zone between Belize and Guatemala, Phase IV:  installation of electrical system and purchase of furniture for primary school with five classrooms:  Total cost US$742.50.

Specific activities undertaken and their cost:

1. School furniture and supplies, such as desks, chairs, chalkboards, notebooks, pencils, markers, crayons, etc., for students and teachers.  Cost US$742.50.
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Results achieved:  The construction and the voluntary relocation of all inhabitants, except one, were successfully completed. All beneficiaries expressed appreciation for and with over the results achieved by the Organization.  The project achieved the secondary objective of raising awareness, building confidence, and reducing tension between Belize and Guatemala.
