1. PROSPECTUS

The Company provides insurance against the following perils, subject to the terms, exceptions and conditions
of the Company’s usual form of Policy, a specimen copy of which will be supplied on request

Both the Buildings and their Contents are insured for the same perils subject only to the variations mentioned
below. You can have a Policy insuring only the Buildings or only the Contents or a combined Policy insuring both
Buildings and Contents.

(1) Buildings: the first $ 250 of each and every loss.
{2) Contents: property in transit or on the person.

Flood or overflow of the sea not occasioned by Insured Perils (9) or (10} above excluding in respect

(1) Buildings: (a) The first $250 of each and every loss
(b) subsidence and landslip
{2) Contents: property in transit or on the person.

ADDITIONAL BENEFITS

Accidental damage to underground fresh water supply pipes, gas pipes and electricity cables
extending from the Buildings to the public main.
Accidental breakage of sanitary fixtures and fixed glass excluding
(a) the first $150 of each and every loss
{b) loss or damage occurring whilst the Buildings are —

(i) lent, let or sublet, or

(i) unoccupied for a period of more than 40 consecutive days.

Cost of Removal of Debris.

Breakage of mirrors (other than hand mirrors) and fixed glass in (but excluding glass tops to}
furniture whilst in the Buildings.

Loss of or damage to personal effects of the Insured’s domestic servants for a sum up to 16 per
cent of the Total Sum Insured on Contents.

Additional expense of alternative accommodation and loss of rent payable to the Insured in the
event of the Buildings being rendered uninhabitable by an Insured Peril, limited to 10% of the Total
Sum Insured for Buildings and Contents.

The Insured's Liability to the Public as owner or occupier of the Buildings in respect of bodily injury of
damage to property up to an amount of $250,000 and in addition costs payable to claimants or
incurred with the consent of the Company in defending claims.

Note: A policy limited to Buildings covers the owner's liability only.
A policy limited to Contents covers the occupier's liability only.
Death of the Insured whilst at the Buildings as a result of fire or caused by thieves for an amount of
$5,000 or one half of the Total Sum Insured on Contents, whichever is the less.
Settlement of claims in respect of the Buildings: —

additional costs of reinstatement of the Buildings necessarily incurred to comply with Statutory

ltems 12, 13, 14, 16, and 22 are not covered if the insurance is limited to Contents only

EXTENSIONS

The Policy extends to cover the Contents (other than property removed for sale or exhibition or to furniture
depositories) whilst temporarily removed from the Buildings but remaining within the island in which the
Buildings are situated against all the perils specified in Items 1 to 9 above and under Items 10 and 11
subject to the exclusion of property in transit or on the person. The Company's liability under this
extension will be limited to 15 per cent of the Total Sum Insured on Contents.

The indemnity provided against legal liabilities is subject to the following clause: —

“'"The indemnity shall not apply in respect of judgments which are not in the first instance delivered by or
obtained from a Court of competent jurisdiction within the Geographical Area'’.

EXCLUSIONS

The Company's policy incorporates exclusions relating to nuclear radiation, to war, rebellion and similar perils,

to acts of terrorism in relation to Insured Perils 2, 3 and 4 and to or similar
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Jewellery and Furs is limited to one-third of the Total Sum Insured on
Contents unless the value thereof is stated and additional premium paid. If
the said value exceeds the proportion mentioned, please state the total
value of such property.

Note 3. The insurance on Contents does not cover any part of the structure
or ceiling of the Buildings, wallpapers and the like (except as specifically
mentioned in an item above) external television and radio antennae, aerials,
aerial fittings, masts and towers, external panels and fittings forming part
of a solar heating system, nor any property to be insured under Buildings,
nor does it cover property more specifically insured under another policy or,
unless specially mentioned, deeds, bonds, bills of exchange, promissory
notes, stamps (other than current postal stamps), documents of any kind,
coins and bank notes (other than current coins and bank notes) manuscripts,
medals, motor vehicles and accessories, pedal cycles and livestock.

N.B. Money—being current coins and bank notes, cheques, travellers
cheques, postal and money orders, securities for money, current postage
stamps —is covered only in a total overall amount of $250.
