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I.                   INTRODUCTION:
The Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) of the Organization of American States (OAS) has advisory organs called Technical Advisory Groups (TAGs).  In conformity with Article 1 of TAG bylaws (Appendix A), the TAGs have as their goal the provision of technical advice to the CIP on specific aspects of the development of the hemispheric port sector. 
 
The CIP, in its first meeting in Guatemala (October 1999), approved the creation of three TAGs: Port Operations, Port Security, and Navigation Safety and Environmental Protection. The Committee, in its second meeting in Costa Rica (September 2001), resolved to maintain the three TAGs functioning.   
 
The TAG on Navigation Safety and Environmental Protection, chaired by the Delegation of Argentina, held its first meeting in Barbados (December 2000).  Its second meeting was held in Dominican Republic (December 2001); the corresponding report is included in appendix B.   
 
In conformity with Article 3 of TAG bylaws, all Committee member States have the right to join the TAGs, being represented by a port sector matter specialist to the TAG in question.  The TAGs are also composed of associate members.  These associate members can be administrative and operative port entities, academic institutions, scientific, commercial, development, financial, industrial, and other organizations pertaining to the activity of the port sector; and which enjoy juridical personality, and the approval of the member State in whose territory they reside or are incorporated. The organization chart of the three TAG is included in appendix C. The associate members should contribute to the financing of the TAGs in which they are enrolled, in the form and amounts that the Committee determines. 
II.                OBJECTIVE:
 
The TAG on Navigation Safety and Environmental Protection advises the Inter-American Committee on Ports on matters related to navigation safety and environmental protection so that port authorities will have the necessary information and means to make the best decisions to implement sustainable port development. 
 
III.             FUNCTIONS:
(1)      To compile and exchange information on navigation safety and environmental protection, including the use of specialized information technology systems in this area; 
(2)      To design and maintain a database with information relevant to its work; 
(3)      To identify training needs; 
(4)      To prepare specialized reports, studies, and technical documents; 
(5)      To organize national and international meetings and activities on specialized topics in this area; 
(6)      To report to the Chair of the Executive Board, in writing, every six months, on the progress and results of its work; 
(7)      To prepare proposals and recommendations to enhance navigation safety and environmental protection and present them to the Inter-American Committee on Ports through the Executive Board.

RULES OF PROCEDURE OF THE TECHNICAL ADVISORY GROUPS
OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS
 
 
1.      OBJECTIVE, ESTABLISHMENT, AND COMPOSITION OF THE TAGs
 
Objective
 
Article 1 
            
            The objective of the Technical Advisory Groups (hereinafter “TAGs”) shall be to provide technical advice to the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) (“the Committee”) on specific aspects of hemispheric port-sector development.
 
Establishment 
 
Article 2  
 
            The Committee, at its regular meetings, shall establish the TAGs that it deems necessary to fulfill its objectives and shall define specific mandates for each TAG. For the Committee to proceed to establish a TAG, at least five member states must have applied to participate therein. 
 
Composition of the TAGs and Participation in Their Meetings
 
Article 3 
 
            The TAGs shall comprise representatives of the member states and of the associate members, in the following manner:
 
A                   Member States
 
1.                  Each member of the Committee may appoint a representative to each TAG. The representative shall be a specialist in port-sector matters. 
 
2.      The General Secretariat of the Organization of American States shall maintain a current list of the member states that constitute each TAG.
 
3.                  The representatives of the member states that are not members of a TAG may attend its meetings with voice but without vote.
 
 
 
 
B                   Associate Members
 
1.                  Those port administration and operating entities; academic, scientific, commercial, developmental, financial, industrial institutions; and other organizations related to port-sector activities, that have legal personality may participate in the TAGs as associate members, with the approval of the member state where the entity, institution, or organization has been incorporated or has its principal office. Each member state shall notify the Chair of the corresponding TAG and of the Executive Committee in writing of the names of the entities, institutions, or organizations it has approved for associate membership. An entity, institution, or organization shall cease to be an associate member in the event that the approval is withdrawn by the corresponding member state. 
 
2.                     The entities, institutions, or organizations that have been approved as associate members in accordance with the previous paragraph, and who are current in the payment of the dues provided for in Article 14 of these Rules of Procedure, may fully participate in all the activities of the TAGs to which they are associated, with voice but without vote. They may present technical papers and receive the documents of the groups with which they are associated. 
 
3.                     The General Secretariat shall maintain a register of the associate members. That register shall include data on the entities, institutions, and organizations that have been authorized in writing by the country or countries that approve their participation in a specific TAG.  
 
II.                 OFFICERS 
 
Officers and Headquarters of each TAG
 
Article 4  
 
1.                  The Committee shall elect a member state as chair of a TAG upon its establishment. Each TAG shall have its headquarters in the country of the Chair.
 
2.                  Each TAG shall elect a Vice Chair during its first meeting. An associate member may hold the position of Vice Chair. The Vice Chair shall assist the Chair in the performance of his or her duties. 
 
Office of the Chair
 
Article 5  
 
            The Member State elected to preside over a TAG shall establish and maintain at its sole expense and under the exclusive responsibility of the Chair, an office with the necessary technical and administrative personnel. For all purposes, this office shall be responsible exclusively to the Chair of the TAG and shall not be dependent in any way upon the General Secretariat.
 
Term of Office of the Chair and the Vice Chair
 
Article 6  
 
            The Chair of each TAG shall hold office until the following regular meeting of the Committee. The Vice Chair shall continue in office until the next TAG meeting. Both may be reelected.  
            
Duties of the Chair
 
Article 7  
 
            The Chair of a TAG shall:
 
a.                   Convene meetings of the TAG and designate the place and date for each meeting;
 
b.                  In consultation with the Vice Chair, authorize the participation of observers and special guests in meetings of the TAG;
 
c.                   Direct the work of the TAG, prepare materials for the meetings, and send the studies, decisions, and draft resolutions of the TAG to the Chair of the Executive Board, and to the General Secretariat for processing;
 
d.                  Present a written report to the Chair of the Executive Board, every six months, on the development and results of the work of the TAG with a copy sent to the General Secretariat;
 
e.                   Present written reports, studies, and recommendations to the Committee, through the Executive Board. These documents shall be sent to the Executive Board 90 days prior to the Committee meeting, so that the Executive Board may make its observations.
 
 
III.               WORK STRUCTURE
 
Meetings and Working Groups of the TAGs
 
Article 8  
 
1. In order to fulfill their duties, the TAGs shall meet at least once a year, at a location and time determined by their respective Chairs. Any member or associate member of a TAG may host an additional meeting of the TAG, and in such case, will be responsible for providing the meeting site, personnel, and administrative support for the meeting.
 
2. To carry out their functions, the TAGs may establish working groups, which shall present reports of their activities to the respective TAG.
 
3.  If necessary, the TAGs shall approve and adapt their own working methods to meet the needs of their members, subject to the provisions of these Rules of Procedure and other instruments applicable to the CIP.
 
Powers of the Chair during Meetings
 
Article 9  
 
            The Chair shall convene the plenary sessions; establish their order of business; open and adjourn the plenary sessions; direct the debate; grant the floor to the delegations in the order of their requests; put to a vote the points under discussion and announce the results; rule on points of order in compliance with Article 36 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIP; install the working groups; perform any other tasks the Committee, the Executive Board or the corresponding TAG may assign him or her; and, in general, observe and enforce the provisions of these Rules of Procedure.
 
Replacement of the Chair
 
Article 10   
            In the event of absence of the Chair during a meeting, the Vice Chair, who shall have the same powers and duties as the Chair, shall replace him or her. 
 
Quorum and Recommendations
 
Article 11  
 
1. One third of the representatives of the member states that comprise a TAG constitute a quorum to hold meetings.
 
2. The recommendations of the TAGs shall be adopted in plenary sessions. In the absence of agreement in their deliberations, the Chair of the respective TAG shall present the conclusions of the discussions in its report to the Executive Board, without recommendations. When a TAG has reached conclusions or adopted recommendations on which the Executive Board or the Committee should take a decision, the Chair of the respective TAG shall indicate in his or her written report to the Executive Board the number of representatives that were present at the time of reaching the conclusions or making the recommendations. 
 
Debates
 
Article 12  
            At the meetings of the TAGs, the provisions on debate set forth in Articles 34 to 43 and 45 to 52 of the Rules of Procedures of the CIP shall apply, as appropriate.
 
 
IV.              EVALUATION OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE TAGs AND DURATION OF THEIR MANDATES
 
Article 13  
 
1.The Chair and the Vice Chairs of the Executive Board shall be responsible for conducting an annual assessment of the completion of the tasks assigned to each TAG.
 
2. During each regular meeting, the Chair of the Executive Board shall submit to the Committee an evaluation report on the progress in completing the tasks assigned to each TAG.
 
3. On the basis of that report, the Committee shall decide whether each TAG and its working groups should continue working in accordance with their original mandate, whether they should continue working with a modified mandate, or whether their work should be concluded. 
 
 
V.  FINANCIAL ASPECTS OF THE TAGs
 
Membership Dues of Associate Members
 
Article 14  
            Associate members shall contribute financially to the TAGs which they join, in the manner and amounts that the Committee determines. The funds from membership dues of the associate members shall be deposited in a specific fund and allocated to the budget of the respective TAG. These funds shall be administered in accordance with the rules and procedures provided for the administration of specific funds in the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat and other applicable legal instruments.
 
Budget
 
Article 15  
 
            Each TAG shall prepare an annual budget to which associate membership dues shall be assigned. When the Committee decides that a TAG has concluded its work, any remaining funds allocated to that group shall be transferred to the Special Port Program Specific Fund.
 
VI. SECRETARIAT
 

 
Article 16
 
The Chair of each TAG shall act as pro tempore secretariat for his or her group and shall serve as the institutional memory of the group.
 
VII. GENERAL PROVISIONS
 
Article 17 
 
1. The provisions of these Rules of Procedure are part of the provisions of the Rules of Procedure of the Inter-American Committee on Ports approved by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) through resolution CIDI/RES. 96 (V-O/00). Any amendment to these Rules of Procedure must therefore be approved by the CIDI, in accordance with the procedures set forth in Article 87 of the Rules of Procedure of the Committee.
 
Each TAG shall resolve procedural matters not covered by these Rules of Procedure. No decision adopted under this provision may contradict other provisions of the Rules of Procedures of the Committee or other legal instruments applicable to the CIP.
ANNEX B
 
REPORT OF THE SECOND MEETING OF THE TECHNICAL ADVISORY GROUP ON NAVIGATION SAFETY AND ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION
(December 6th, 2001, Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic)
 
 
The Navigation and Environmental Protection TAG celebrated its Second Meeting on December 6th, 2001 at 16:00 hours in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic. The meeting was chaired by Mr. Jorge Abramian from the delegation of Argentina and the attendance of the members of this TAG: Brazil, Mexico, Panama, United States and Venezuela; other delegations representing different member countries of the OAS also attended the meeting, Spain served as an observer, international organizations, associate members and special guests. The list of participants is enclosed in Annex A and the list of documents is enclosed in Annex B. 
 
After the Secretary certified the quorum, the President welcomed the delegates and associate members attending the meeting and put in to consideration the topics on the agenda.
 
Issue 1: Approval of the Agenda
 
Assistants discussed the following agenda:
 
1.      Approval of the agenda
2.      Incorporation of new members
3.      Election of the Vice-chairman
4.      Follow up of the 2001 Working Plan
5.      2002 Working Plan
6.      Annual Budget
7.      Next Meeting
8.      Other issues
 
The Agenda was approved with no comments
 
Issue 2: Incorporation of new members
 
The President announced as new associated members of the TAG the Puerto de Bahia Blanca Management, Argentina, and Maracaibo Port, Venezuela, both were welcomed.
 
Issue 3: Election of the Vice-chairman
 
Considering the suggestion made by the Executive Board of the CIP, in the sense that the Vice-chairman should be an associate member and that he should have the same nationality as the President, the Director of the Puerto de Bahia Blanca, Mr. Jorge Frapolli, was proposed as a candidate. The motion was approved by unanimity, and the new Vice-chairman began his duties.
 
Issue 4: Follow up of the 2001 Working Plan
 
The president announced that only two of the eleven items mentioned in the 2001 Working Plan were accomplished; the one referring to the translation of the guidelines of contingency plans and the installation of the VTS systems (Vessel Traffic Systems) and the one relating to the OMI, MARPOL, OPRC and FUND agreements. The information regarding these issues is available at the Argentina’s Delegation web page. Because of this situation, the TAG came to the conclusion that there were too many items in the Working Plan and the determination was made to reduce the items in the 2002 Working Plan in order to achieve more goals and to be more specific about them. He proposed the usage of a methodology similar to PIANC, which creates expert groups that communicate through the Internet. The delegates approved the proposal and it will be implemented in the TAG’s future activities.
 
Issue 5: 2002 Working Plan
 
Considering the situation described before, the pending items were revised and the 2002 Working Plan was structured as follows:
 
a.      VTS Systems
 
The Vice-chairman was entrusted with the creation of a questionnaire that shall be sent to all the member countries in order to identify the different systems used by regional ports in the matter of VTS, AIS models (Autonomous Intelligent Systems) and others.
 
He was asked to distribute the work performed by Puerto de Bahia Blanca regarding the application of the VTS system, which will be very useful to other member countries.
 
b.      Contingency Plans for hydrocarbon spills
 
The delegation of Venezuela was entrusted with the design of a formulary that allows to compile all the information available related to Contingency Plans for hydrocarbon spills used by member countries.
 
c.       Training needs
 
The Secretariat gave word that the Subcommittee on Port Training in collaboration with Barbados and the CIP created a questionnaire that monitors the ports training needs for the member countries (document CECIP/doc.10/01). He said that this document has been already distributed to member countries, so it is very important to answer it as soon as possible. Delegates are allowed to add issues of their interest if they wish to incorporate them into the final results.
 
d.      Development of Environmental Management Plans
 
The Delegation of Brazil, in cooperation with the Delegation of Venezuela, was entrusted to create a database that will help compile information regarding this issue. This database shall be distributed to all member states so they can provide necessary information. The Ports of Spain delegation compromised to remit to the Chair of this TAG the European’s Union Port Environment Code and the Ecoport Project of the Valencia Port, so they can be distributed to all the OAS’ member countries.
 
e.       Dangerous load
 
The Delegation of Argentina was entrusted to make a study on how this issue is being handled by the OAS member countries.
 
f.        Environmental experiences  exchange network
 
This issue was included in the (d) development of environmental management plans section mentioned above. 
 
g.      ISO 14.000 guides
 
Due to the short period of time, it is still pending.
 
h.      Pilot training and standard fixing
 
This issue is responsibility of the Subcommittee on Port Training by having a special seminar, so it was removed from the agenda.
 
i.        VTS Operatives Profile
 
This issue is closely related to item (a) mentioned above, so it was decided to treat both issues jointly. The Vice-chairman was entrusted to distribute the norms that were applied by Puerto de Bahia Blanca.
 
Issue 6: Annual Budget
 
The President announced that this TAG has funds available for the amount of US$ 5.373 gained from the associate member’s contributions. This amount will be used to finance upcoming events.
 
 
Issue 7: Next Meeting
 
Considering that in June 2002 the V Andean Port Symposium will be held in Puerto Ordaz, Venezuela, the date for the III Meeting of this TAG was established after the Symposium takes place. In case this date is not possible, the III Meeting will be held at the same time when the IV Meeting of the Executive Board of the CIP takes place in Montevideo, Uruguay in December 2002.
 
Issue 8: Other Issues
 
The delegate from Venezuela wanted to revise the issues covered by this TAG, in the sense that only environmental and ports issues are covered, indicating that issues relating to navigation control should be handled by the Port Administration TAG. Regarding this issue, the Secretariat announced that the change in objectives and functions of the TAGs is a responsibility of the Committee, there for the Executive Committee could not make any changes. This proposal will be presented before the Committee in the next meeting in 2003.
 
The President closed the II Meeting thanking the participants and invited them to keep up the hard work.

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INFORMATION MEETING OF THE TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON NAVIGATION CONTROL AND ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES
 
The meeting was held in the Hotel Intercontinental Guayana, Puerto Ordaz, Venezuela, on 11 July 2002, to monitor the activities of the action plan approved at the meeting of the Executive Board and the TAGs, held in Santo Domingo in December 2001.  The President of the TAG on Navigation Control and Environmental Protection, Mr. Jorge E. Abramian, opened the meeting, providing background on the TAG’s establishment and technical meetings held in Barbados in 2000 and Santo Domingo in 2001.  He described the TAG as very young and still attempting to carve out its identity, having in the short-term become a hemispheric forum for the exchange of information, the establishment of personal contacts among authorities, the development of hemispheric project inventories, data and a source of advice on environmental protection and navigation control.
 
He cited work underway on the use of environmental management plans, the handling of hazardous materials, and contingency plans in each country.  He indicated other issues of possible interest for future examination, such as ISO 14,000, standards for pilot training, the selection of VTS operators, the preparation of environmental impact assessments, etc.
 
The President shared his long-term vision for the TAG as a specialized forum that could eventually set consensus-based standards among countries according to priorities and an understanding of special situations in the region.  He mentioned finally that the TAG was open to participation by private companies and related organizations.
 
The President then gave the floor to the representative of Venezuela, Klaus Essig, who spoke about the development of contingency plans in Venezuela and the distribution of responsibilities for their operation and control as a result of laws approved in 2001.  He indicated that these plans must form part of the National Port Development Plan, which must in turn form part of the national economic and social development plans, the territorial development plan, master plans for the ports, etc.  He added that the local contingency plans in each port should be based on an analysis of the particular risks in each case.
 
Next, the President of the National Association of Port Administrators (ANAP) gave a presentation on the Association’s objectives, structure, functions, financing, and statutes.  He described the main purpose of ANAP as promoting, developing, and coordinating port policies and strategies, taking as a reference the port policy of the INEA.  Dr. Omar Franco, an adviser to the Association, spoke about the Association's statutory framework, emphasizing the need to work jointly with the INEA to strengthen the port system.
 
Mr. Jorge Frapolli, Vice President of the TAG on Navigation Control and Environmental Protection, gave a presentation on the VTS system that had been operating for three years in Puerto de Bahía Blanca, Argentina.  He showed the geographic scope of the radar used in this system, the characteristics of the software, the practical applications of the system, and the benefits obtained.
 
Klaus Essig gave a presentation on environmental management plans and the need for indicators to measure the execution of related programs.
 
Finally, the participants discussed the importance of this type of encounter and the need to move ahead with activities included in the action plan.  Interest was also expressed in having the participation of experts and specialists on the issues within the TAG’s purview. 
 
The conclusions reached by the participants can be summarized as follows:
 
·        Ports must have local contingency plans and each country should prepare and/or update its contingency plans for dealing with spills of hydrocarbons and other harmful substances.
·        When contingencies overwhelm national capacity, esternal support is required; consideration should be given to mechanisms for regional cooperation to broaden the response to such emergencies.
·        Joint work between the maritime authorities and the oil industry must be promoted in order to: (a) develop clear and mutually agreed procedures and responsibilities in cases of emergency; and (b) apply and share the information and technical resources at their disposal.
·        It is important for training programs to be provided for all sectors involved in these emergencies, covering their functions both on land and onboard vessels.
·        Given the qualifications offered by oil company personnel for responding to oil pollution emergencies, efforts should be made to gain from the experience of other institutions in personnel training, in order to strengthen contingency plans and possibilities for mutual cooperation.
·        Environmental management in ports is subject not only to national legislation in each country but also to resolutions issued by the IMO in this regard.
·        Focal points or information centers should be created in the countries to enable agencies to provide information of interest on marine environment protection and contingency plans.
·        A special forum should be organized within the CIP for representatives of the groups associated with the port administrations in each of the member countries, such as the National Association of Port Administrators in Venezuela or the Port Council in Argentina.
 
The participants expressed their appreciation for the hospitality provided by Venezuelan authorities and looked forward to their next meeting in Montevideo, Uruguay, in December 2002.
