



Jeanelle van GlaanenWeygel is currently the OAS Country Representative in Jamaica. She was appointed to that post in 2014. She joined the Organization of American States in 2006, as a senior specialist in the Department of Human Development, Education and Employment. From 2012 until 2014, she was the Coordinator of the OAS Scholarships and Training Programs. She contributed to: the expansion of the OAS Consortium of Universities in North America and the Caribbean, which includes the negotiation and implementation of an historic cooperation agreement with the University of the West Indies; OAS partnerships with Governments and educational institutions in observer states and the development and management of the OAS Emergency Scholarships Program for Haiti.
