LIMITATIONS OF CRIMINAL FORFEITURE
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Model Law on In Rem Forfeiture
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Article 2.  Concept. The in rem forfeiture is a property-related consequence of 
illegal activity whereby a judicial authority orders the surrender of ownership 
of the property referred to herein to the State without consideration or 
compensation of any kind. 

The in rem forfeiture is a judicial proceeding against property and is ordered 
through autonomous proceedings, independent of any other trial or legal 
proceeding.

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Which assets are subject to in rem 
forfeiture?

 Causes or assumptions: circumstances or acts that affect

an asset (and not its owner), the legal consequence of

which is the loss or overturning of rights pertaining to that

asset.

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Disposal of assets
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Article 42.  Disposal of property. Property declared forfeited may be 
used to: 

a. Finance programs that provide care and compensation to victims 
of illegal activities. 

b. Finance crime prevention programs. 

c. Help strengthen the institutions charged with fighting organized 
crime, particularly the specialized agencies involved in the in rem
forfeiture process. 

d. Invest in the property management system. 

e. Finance the procedural costs required for in rem forfeiture. 

f. To be shared with other States that may have cooperated in the 
in rem forfeiture. 

In all cases, an established collegial organ shall decide how to dispose 
of the property.
