Technical Advisory Groups
The Technical Advisory Groups (TAGs) are organs of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), whose primary objective is to provide technical advice to the Committee on specific aspects of hemispheric port sector development. The Committee, at its regular meetings, shall establish the TAGs that it deems necessary to fulfill its objectives and shall define specific mandates for each TAG.

 

Each member state of the Committee may appoint a representative to each TAG. The representative shall be a specialist in port sector matters. The representatives of the member states that are not member of a TAG may attend sessions with voice but not vote. The administrative and operating port entities, academic, scientific, commercial, developmental, financial, industrial institutions and other organizations related to port sector activities, that have legal personality, may participate in the TAGs as "associate members", with approval of the member state where the entitiy, institution or organization has been incorporated or has its principal office.

 

In the I CIP Meeting of Guatemala in 1999 the following three TAGs were established:

· Port Operations ((Resolution CIDI/CIP/Res.3 (I-99)) 

· Port Security (Resolución CIDI/CIP/Res.4 (I-99)) 

· Navigation Safety and Environmental Protection (Resolución CIDI/CIP/Res.5 (I-99)) 

 

TAG on Port Operations

Chair/Headquarters: Mexico

 

Country members: Bolivia, Chile, Costa Rica, Jamaica, Peer, Saint Lucia, Suriname, Unites States and Uruguay

 

Objective: To advise the Inter-American Committee on Ports on the multiple aspects of port operations (except those directly related to port security and environmental protection, as well as, the topics and functions of the other TAGs that have been established) so that, port authorities will have the information and the necessary means to make the best decisions to help improve the efficiency levels of port systems.

 

Functions:

 

1. To compile and exchange information on port operations, which includes the use of specialized information technology systems in this area. 

2. To design and maintain a database with the information relevant to its work. 

3. To identify training needs. 

4. To prepare specialized reports, studies, and technical documents. 

5. To organize national and international meetings and activities on specialized topics in this area. 

6. To report to the Chair of the Executive Board, in writing, every six months, on the progress and results of its work. 

7. To prepare proposals and recommendations on policies and strategies and present them to the Inter-American Committee on Ports through the Executive Board. 

 

 

 

 

TAG on Port Security

 

Chair/ Headquarters: United States

 

Country members: Argentina, Barbados, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Peru, Uruguay.

 

Objective: To advise the Inter-American Committee on Ports on all aspects of port security so that port authorities will have the information and means necessary to make the best decision to significantly reduce security risks, resulting in more secure and efficient ports in the Hemisphere.

 

Functions:

 

1. To compile and exchange information on the port security, including applications of the advanced technology to reduce security risks. 

2. To design and maintain a database with information relevant to its work. 

3. To recommend training programs based on the member countries' needs. 

4. To recommend port security guidelines. 

5. To prepare specialized reports, studies and technical documents. 

6. To organize national and international meetings and activities on specialized topics in this area. 

7. To report to the Chair of the Executive Board, in writing, every six months, on the progress and results of its work. 

8. To prepare proposals and recommendations on policies and strategies and present them to the Inter-American Committee on Ports through the Executive Board. 

TAG on Navigation Safety and Environmental Protection

Chair/ Headquarters: Argentina

 

Country members: Brazil, Chile, Mexico, Panama and the United States.

 

Objective: To advise the Inter-American Committee on Ports on the matters related to navigation safety and environmental protection so that port authorities will have the necessary information and means to make the best decisions to implement sustainable port development.

 

Functions:

 

1. To compile and exchange information on the navigation safety and environmental protection, including the use of specialized information technology systems in this area. 

2. To design and maintain a database with information relevant to its work. 

3. To identify training needs. 

4. To prepare specialized reports, studies, and technical documents. 

5. To organize national and international meetings and activities on specialized topics in this area. 

6. To report to the Chair of the Executive Board, in writing, every six months, on the progress and results of its work. 

To prepare proposals and recommendations to enhance navigation safety and environmental protection and present them to the Inter-American Committee on Ports through the Executive Board.
