a. Relative to legal aspects and institutional management

b. Relative to the cost of technology, requested investments, and financial resources

c. Relative to human resources, training and formation

d. Relative to matters of international cooperation 
(Presentations by the heads of security, officials of port installation security (OPIP/FSO), or other executives in matters of port security of a port or terminal, which will explain the problems (administrative/institutional, financial, and those related to technology and human resources), the solutions reached, the best practices found, as well as the short and middle term plans. The speakers will be invited by the organizers). 
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
