1. At its third meeting (Mexico City, September 2003), the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) of the Organization of American States (OAS) approved the creation of CIP Magazine as a means of disseminating and promoting information on activities and meetings among port authorities, entrepreneurs, public officials, academics, manufacturers, and students from all countries of the Western Hemisphere, with an interest in port-related issues.
2. At the fifth meeting of the Executive Board (Puerto de la Cruz, Venezuela, December 2003), an Editorial Board was established for a two-year period (2004-2005), made up of port experts from the five member countries of the Subcommittee on Policy and Coordination (chaired by Mexico and consisting of Barbados, El Salvador, the United States, and Uruguay). Its responsibilities include deciding on an editorial line, selecting topics, articles, and contributors for each issue, establishing reception deadlines, reviewing content, among others.
