I. Summary of Case  

	Victim (s): Lorenzo Enrique Copello Castillo, Bárbaro Leodán Sevilla García and Jorge Luis Martíbez Isaac

Themes: Right to Life / Right to Personal Liberty / Right to a Fair Trial / Judicial Protection / Death penalty
Facts: Lorenzo Enrique Copello Castillo, Bárbaro Leodán Sevilla García and Jorge Luis Martínez Isaac were tried by the Chamber for Crimes against State Security of the People’s Tribunal of the City of Havana. The Tribunal held a “summary proceeding,” as provided for under Articles 479 and 480 of the Criminal Procedure Law. The trials were held from April 5 to 8, 2003 and the alleged victims were convicted and given the death penalty and were shot by firing squad for violating the “Cuban Law against Acts of Terrorism,” of December 2001. 
Rights violated: The Commission concluded that the State is responsible for violating Articles XVII and XXVI of the American Declaration to the detriment of Messrs Lorenzo Enrique Copello Castillo, Bárbaro Leodán Sevilla García and Jorge Luis Martínez Isaac, by not providing them with a fair trial. The State is responsible for violating Article 1 of the American Declaration, to the detriment of Messrs. Lorenzo Enrique Copello Castillo, Bárbaro Leodán García, and Jorge Luis Martínez Isaac, by executing them on the basis of a sentence handed down in a proceeding that did not ensure due judicial guarantees.
  


II. Recommendations

	1. Adopt the measures necessary in order to adapt its laws, proceedings, and practices in line with international human rights law, especially those that relate to situations described in the present report. Furthermore, reform its Constitution to ensure the independence of its judiciary.

	2. Make compensation to the families of the victims for the material and psychological damage they have suffered by virtue of the violations of the American Declaration established here.

	3. Adopt all measures necessary to ensure that similar events may not occur again, in accordance with the duty of the State to protect and guarantee human rights.

III. Procedural Activity 
1. On 2020, on August 17the IACHR requested updated information on compliance of the recommendations contained in Merits Report No. 68/06 from the State. As of the closing date of this report, the IACHR had not received that information.  The IACHR notes with concern that the State has not provided information on the steps taken to comply with the recommendations issued in Report No. 68/06 since 2009.
2. The IACHR requested an update on compliance from the petitioners on August 17, 2020. The petitioners submitted such information on September 2, 2020.
IV. Analysis of the information presented
3. The Commission considers that the information provided by the petitioners in 2020 is relevant for updating the monitoring of the case, since it includes relevant information on steps recently taken regarding compliance with at least one of the recommendations issued in Merits Report No. 68/06.
V. Analysis of compliance with the recommendations
4. With regards to the first, second and third recommendations, 2020, the petitioners reported that thus far, the State has not taken any step regarding the recommendations contained in Report No. 68/06.
VI. Level of compliance of the case  
5. Based on the foregoing, the IACHR concludes that the level of compliance of the case is pending. Consequently, the Commission will continue to monitor compliance with Recommendations 1, 2 AND 3. 
6. The IACHR on the State of Cuba to present updated information on the actions taken to comply with the recommendations issued in the Merits Report No. 68/06.
VII. Individual and structural results of the case
7. Given that this case is pending compliance, there are no individual and structural results informed by the parties.
