BACKGROUND:

· In recent years, Yemen has experienced grave political, security, economic and humanitarian situation, and continued terrorist attacks, in particular by Al-Qaida in the Arabian Peninsula, within Yemen.
· In 2012, the United Nations Security Council adopted resolution 2051, expressing its concern for the situation and reaffirming the need for the full and timely implementation of the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) Initiative and Implementation Mechanism.

· In this line, the UN Security Council recalled that the second phase of the Implementation Mechanism called for convening an all-inclusive National Dialogue Conference, restructuring the security and armed forces under a unified professional leadership and the ending of all armed conflicts, steps to address transitional justice and support national reconciliation, and constitutional and electoral reforms and the holding of general elections in February 2014. The UN also pledged its continued support, especially through the Friends of Yemen Ministerial meetings.
· The National Dialogue Conference (NDC) was held from March 2013 to January 2014 and included a nine-member presidency held by different political parties and ethnic groups in Yemen.  Among the NDC’s outcomes, include: The continuation of President Hadi’s term for another year to continue overseeing the transition process, restructuring of the parliament and the Shura Council with equal representation from the north and the south; established a six-region federal system; guaranteed freedom of religion and stipulated the non-sectarian nature of the government; outlawed illegal financial or arms support from foreign powers, called for a return of stolen government weapons and prohibited the position of medium to heavy arms, and called for addressing the feud that has contributed to the conflict.
· Since 2012, the international community has pledged USD 7.3 billion to support Yemen and the Executive Bureau to Accelerate Absorption of Donors' Pledges (EBAADP). 
FOREIGN POLICY:

· Yemen is a member of the United Nations, the Arab League, the Organization of Islamic Cooperation, and the World Trade Organization. Yemen participates in the nonaligned movement. Additionally, Yemen has stressed the need to render the Middle East region free of nuclear and other weapons of mass destruction. 

· Yemen is a signatory to various international agreements on agricultural commodities, commerce, defense, economic and technical cooperation, finance, and postal matters. Yemen is a Non-Annex I country under the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change. Yemen is not a signatory to the Kyoto Protocol but has acceded to it, which has the same legal effect as ratification. Yemen is a signatory to the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty, is a party to the Biological Weapons Convention, and has signed and ratified the Chemical Weapons Convention. Yemen is also a party to environmental conventions on Biodiversity, Desertification, Environmental Modification, Hazardous Wastes, Law of the Sea, and Ozone Layer Protection.

· The Friends of Yemen group is an international grouping of countries established to support Yemen to meet the political, economic, security and humanitarian challenges it faces.
